The new Biesse finishing center, Opera 5, designed by Viet was also demonstrated. The 
Opera 5 machine is capable of carrying out calibrating and sanding operations on solid wood 

and super-finishing on veneer or painted panels.

windows and doors. At the center of the scene was the UniLine, a CNC machining center 
able to reduce labor: with the standard configuration, Uniline runs without operator 
intervention but can also be configured to run continuous cycles while only requiring 20% 

of the operator’s overall work time.  
The 2013 BiesseInside edition has been characterized for the main focus on the Nesting 

application. The process nesting, born in Anglo-Saxon countries, is spreading fast in Europe 
thanks to the flexibility and responsiveness that allows you to switch from batch one

The machine demonstrated 
was the Rover  A G FT, a perfect solution for the production of cabinets, kitchens and

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working process in batch one that allows great flexibility both to the craftsman and 
the industry.
